This would be 7:45 at Trinity, 8:05 at Holy Cross and 8:25 at Prince of Peace.  All children and staff will be riding the bus with chaperones providing their own transportation. HEARTS ON FIRE DINNER AND AUCTION

The “Hearts on Fire Dinner and Auction” is scheduled for Sunday, April 15, 2012 at the 400 Club.  This auction is one of two major annual fundraisers that we ask the families to participate in, which we have found to be very successful.

Last year the auction was able to raise over $20,000.00 for Prince of Peace.  You will have the opportunity to contribute to the success of this year’s auction by donating an item that will be put together with other items from your child’s classroom to create a themed basket.  These baskets will then be auctioned off at the auction in April.

Each of the grade levels, from preschool through eighth grade, is being asked to donate specific items for the baskets.  Each grade has a theme for their classroom basket.  The listed items on the theme are just suggestions.  We will accept any donation that you feel fits our child’s themed basket.  We realize that time is very valuable these days and shopping for the auction may not fit into that schedule and so we will also be accepting monetary donations that we will use to purchase items for your child’s classroom basket.

The classroom basket lists are:

Trinity preschool: (all classes) Sweets-any kind of candy

Holy Cross preschool-Caramel Heaven anything caramel related)

Prince of Peace preschool-Chocolate Galore (anything chocolate)

Kindergarten – Pet Basket (anything for pets: collars, treats, beds)

1st  Grade – Sculpting Basket (Play Dough, Clay, sculpting items, etc.)

2nd Grade – Cooking Basket (anything kitchen or baking related, baking items, mixes, spatulas)

3rd Grade – Devotional Basket (anything related to devotions, books, movies, music)

4th Grade – Pamper Yourself Basket (lotion, soaps, bath items, relaxation music, slippers, etc.)

5th Grade – Snack Basket (spray cheeses, crackers, summer sausage, chips, and any snack type items etc,)

6th Grade – Coffee Basket (coffee grounds, mugs, specialty creams or coffee)

7th and 8th Grade – Wine Basket (wine bottles, cork screws, wine glasses, wine toppers, etc.)

Remember that these are only suggestions.  Please deliver your donated item or money to either your child’s teacher or Barb by March 15, 2012.  The baskets will be assembled and available for bidding at the auction on April 15, 2012.
